Chairwoman Christy Lattin made a motion to approve the April 11, 2019 Open Session Board Meeting Minutes with the stated correction.  Trustee Sheldon Chipp seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

10.     Old Business.    
1.   Nancy Upham reminded the Board that there will be a meeting on May 23 to address the Tentative Budget for the 2019-2020 fiscal year and to discuss planned expenditures.  Nancy Upham included in the Board packets a memo regarding the corrected pages of this year's Tentative Budget.  The April 26, 2019 spreadsheet, previously distributed, explains the reason for changes.  Alsothe  numbers that make up the categories of Salaries; Employee Benefits; Services and Supplies; and Capital Outlay will be reviewed at the upcoming meeting on May 23.  Board members will be seeing the same documents at the Final Budget meeting on the 23rd of May, and the Trustees will need to sign-off on the Final Budget that will be forwarded to the Department of Taxation at the end of  May 2019.
11.    New Business. 

1.  Discussion and possible action regarding the purchase of a 2013 XTI ARGO from Douglas County Mosquito District for the  purchase price of $15,000.00. 

Management stated that the presently owned District ARGO is a 1989 model and was purchased by the District in 1997.  Management viewed, operated and assessed the 2013 ARGO in Douglas County and subsequently recommend that it would be a good purchase for the  District at this time.  Discussion followed.  Trustee Marion Jonte' made a motion that the District purchase the 2013 XTI ARGO from Douglas County mosquito District for the purchase price of $15,000.00.  The motion was seconded  by Trustee Sheldon Chipp and passed unanimously.            
12.  Di strict Manager's Report and Operations Review. 
 Nancy Upham reported that the staff commenced working in their newly assigned zones beginning the first part of April.  During mid-April they started treating smaller source areas with ground applications of larvicides.  The District Manager's Report included a print-out of all aerial applications to date commencing March 12, 2019 through April 26, 2019 and indicates the locations, larvicide used and the acreage covered during this period.  Since the aerial flights cost the District $680 per hour, we try to do our own work to conserve costs.  The Manager's Report also included an update of employee vacation and sick leave totals as of May 5, 2019 (unconfirmed.)
13.  Board Members’ Reports. 
 Trustee Marion Jonte' asked if Washoe County had reported any recent  cases of West Nile Virus.  District manager Nancy Upham stated that no new cases have been confirmed.  She will follow up to see if there are any valid cases recently reported.  
Nancy informed the Board that the current procedure for viral testing is having the mosquitoes sorted by species in-house  and then having the State Lab perform the viral testing.  She hopes to be able to do the chicken blood testing and analysis in-house if we can get the right equipment and reagent materials.  

The mosquito pool testing is a  useful tool, as it helps the District know where to place traps and chickens in the "hot spots" within the County.    It also helps our technicians in determining  what areas to check for mosquito activity.  Trustee Marion Jonte' commented  that the District should continue to do their trapping and  testing, as it appears that these testing results are accurate and timely.

District Manager, Nancy Upham explained to the Board the reason for reviewing the Expenditure Reports for the months of January 2019; February 2019 and March 2019 reports again.  There were missing check numbers that required tracking.
