2. August 20, 2018  Ed  Ryan – NWMA Newsletter
District Manager Nancy Upham included the Nevada Weed Management Association (NWMA) NEWSLETTER, Summer 2018, Issue 9, in the Board Packets.  This newsletter shares information and technology on management of invasive plants in Nevada. 11. District Manager’s Report and Operations Review:

District Manager Nancy Upham  presented a copy of the monthly Service Reports (calls from the public), together with an explanation of initial technical treatment and follow-up, as weather generates a gap in treatments.   Nancy also presented the monthly report relative to the respective zones that the staff has been working on during the month of August.  She briefly discussed the number of mosquito pools and the priority areas treated. There have also been a number of larvicide and adulticide flights done during the month of June that will be presented that will include comparison of aerial and ground treatments this year (2018) versus last year (2017.)
Nancy Upham presented a building security issue that took place on August 23, 2018 at the new 7400 building facility. The recent incident involved a "walk-in person seeking road directions" 
from the Administrative Assistant earlier in the week.  When he returned on August 23, he stood at the reception area window for a few minutes prior to calling 911to report that no one was in the building.  Management is taking this incident seriously and has since mandated that the building remain locked during work hours for safety purposes.  Also they have investigated the possibility of placing a glass "locking window" (similar to what the Sheriff's dispatch office utilizes) in our lobby/reception area.  There is a need for security, but we also expect that occasionally the public may stop by for information.  Since the facility is on the Reno highway and the junction, it does present some security issues.  Nancy asked the Board for input on how we can maintain security and still be able to serve the public. There was a brief discussion regarding this issue.  Several suggestions were discussed:  a card-lock system; a ring-system; locked gate, etc.  Trustee Jay Lingenfelter presented several security systems that he is familiar with that we may want to investigate and assess.  He said a good contact is Dave at C C Communications.  Management will be looking further into this matter.
