1. Call to Order: The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. by Chairman Christy Lattin.

2. Pledge of Allegiance: All stood for the Pledge of Allegiance.
3. Public Comment:   None

4.
Review and Adoption of Agenda:  Trustee Christy Lattin made a motion to adopt the Agenda, and Trustee Sheldon Chipp seconded the motion.  The Board voted on the motion to adopt the Agenda as is, and it passed unanimously.
5.  Discussion and Approval of Minutes:  Christy noted that the heading for the meeting minutes of November 19, 2015 should reflect the following:  Churchill County Mosquito, Vector and Noxious Weed Abatement District, which required replacing the word “Control” with the word “Abatement”.  Trustee Sheldon Chipp moved to approve the Minutes with this change, and Trustee Mike Spencer seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

6.  Certificate of Posting:  District Manager, Nancy Upham confirmed that the Notice of Public Meeting was posted in accordance with the new NRS statutes. The new regulations include the addresses as to where the Notice of Public Meeting is posted and the time of posting.
7.
Correspondence:  District Manager Nancy Upham reviewed the following correspondence with the Trustees.
The Nevada Buzz – Northern Nevada Mosquito District publication.  
District Manager, Nancy Upham distributed a copy of The Nevada Buzz, spring 2015 issue, published by the Nevada Mosquito and Vector Control Association. Ms. Upham endorses this as a valuable publication and encouraged the Board to acquaint themselves with it.

8.  Appointments:  District Manager, Nancy Upham noted that we will move to Item 10 New Business.  This will allow Mr. Jim Sciarani to leave early following the audit report...  (See Page 2 – New Business.)

9.  Old Business:  Discussion and possible action regarding proposed building purchase option, the timeframe for which offers will be considered and any other potential options to consider.
District Manager, Nancy Upham reported that an offer was made for purchase of the property and building at 7400 Reno Highway on December 4, 2015.  A counter offer made by the seller was received on December 8, 2015.  The District then made a counter offer of $430,000 (not including closing fees.)  There was some concern regarding the property line that involved fifteen (15) feet of the parking lot area.  The District asked for a survey regarding this matter.  However, it was noted that the District is still protected by the appraisal of the property, and there are other options that could be pursued.  Several of those options were mentioned.  The District Manager did state, however, that this proposed site suits the District’s needs better than some of the other options pursued.
10.  New Business:  

1.  Discussion and possible action regarding the Audit for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2015 presented by CPA Jim Sciarani.  Mr. Jim Sciarani presented the District audit for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2015.  He thoroughly reviewed sections of the audit report and addressed questions.  In summary, he stated that the District had a good year financially with no violations and that the budget is “very sound.” The Board thanked Jim Sciarani for coming to the meeting tonight and for his presentation.  Trustee Jay Lingenfelter made a motion to accept the Audit Report as presented, and Marion Jonte seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.


2.  Discussion and possible action regarding filing the appointment for the Debt Management Commission by a member of our Board of Trustees.  Trustee Sheldon Chipp’s appointment expires at the end of December, and is a one-year position.  After a brief discussion, Trustee Sheldon Chipp said that he would fill the position and represent the District for another year by serving on the Debt Management Commission.  Trustee Jay Lingenfelter made a motion to appoint Trustee Sheldon Chipp as the Board representative to the Debt Management Commission for 2016.  Marion Jonte seconded the motion, and the motion passed unanimously.


3.  Discussion and possible action of any submitted PERS Service credit conversations of annual leave or sick leave time.   District Manager Nancy Upham reported that Quinn Nuffer, Assistant Manager, is the only employee that submitted a request to convert eighty (80) hours of sick time into PERS service credit.  He has completed the necessary paperwork and is in compliance with District protocol regarding prorated hours for conversion.  The District Manager will initiate the process.  There was no discussion, and no motion was required relative to this matter.

4.  Discussion and possible action regarding compensating County Comptroller, Alan Kalt for professional work associated with the potential purchase of a building. Management presented a memorandum regarding the extent of County Comptroller Alan Kalt’s, participation and expertise in assisting the District in aspects of financing (including his presentation of mid-term financing) and capital projects.  His expertise has saved the District substantially in potential costs associated with these areas--amounting to at least 50 hours plus of work performed on his own time.  Being able to rely on his knowledge and assistance has basically saved the District the expense of procuring professional services elsewhere.  Board Trustee Marion Jonte suggested compensating Alan Kalt in the amount of $3,000, which is approximately $50 per hour.  Trustee Sheldon Chipp made a motion to compensate Alan Kalt in the amount of $3,000 for the hours he worked with the District relative to the building project.  Jay Lingenfelter seconded the motion, and the motion passed unanimously.
11.
District Manager’s Report and Operations Review:  The District Manager, Nancy Upham, presented the Management/Operational Report for November 2015.
The District Manager reported that the staff spent most of the month working on consolidating global positioning point data from last year’s operations.  Staff has been working along roadsides treating Russian knapweed and has worked with some co-op agreements. Management will be working with bee keepers during the winter and early spring months to determine locations of concern for District operations. Management has also been working with ranchers and has distributed approximately 80-100 small booklets relative to ranchers’ grazing rights.
Carson Water Subconservancy District is receiving a grant through US Fish & Wildlife; consequently, Management will be working with them this next year.
Staff Vacation and Sick Leave Balance as of November 22, 2015 was provided to Trustees for their information.

12.  Board Members’ Report:  

Board Chairman, Christy Lattin reported to the Board that in conversation with someone in the community, she was made aware that Lowell Black, CPA for the District has had his license revoked.   The question was posed as to whether this would affect the contract that the District has with Lowell Black, CPA, LLC.  Legal Counsel Ben Shawcroft said that the Board cannot discuss this matter until it has been placed on the Board Agenda.
Ben Shawcroft also agreed to give a presentation at the next Board meeting dealing with Open Meeting Laws.

Board Trustee Marion Jonte inquired about the road signs for District safety issues; District Manager, Nancy Upham reported that eight new signs (two per technician) were ordered and delivered.  They are big signs and cover the staff’s safety issues nicely.
13. Updates from Staff or Board Members:   None.
14.  Any Requests for Future Agenda items:  Status of licensure for District’s CPA, and a review of Open Meeting Laws to be presented by Ben Shawcroft.
