1. Call to Order: The meeting was called to order at 5:32 p.m. by Chairman Christy Lattin.

2. Pledge of Allegiance: All stood for the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Public Comment:  None.
4. Review and Adoption of Agenda:  Trustee Sheldon Chipp made a motion to adopt the Agenda, and Trustee Jay Lingenfelter seconded the motion.  The Board voted on the motion and it passed unanimously to adopt the Agenda as is.
5. Discussion and Approval of Minutes:  Trustee Mike Spencer voted to approve the Minutes for the June 11, 2015 meeting.  Trustee Sheldon Chip seconded the motion, and the motion was passed unanimously.
6.  Certificate of Posting:  District Manager, Nancy Upham confirmed that the Notice of Public Meeting was posted in accordance with the new NRS statutes. The new regulations include the addresses as to where the Notice of Public Meeting is posted and the time it was posted

9.  Old Business:  

1.  Discussion and possible action regarding the list of interested candidates in filling the vacant Board position and the review of candidates for this appointment.

Three letters of interest were received from the following:  Douglas Drost; Joe Jordan; and Marion Jonte.  Board Chairman Christy Lattin asked each candidate of interest to read their respective letter and provide some background information and experience that would provide relevancy as to what they could bring to the Board as a Trustee.  Each candidate presented a summary of his individual experience and personal abilities.  The Board thanked them for their presentations and expressed that the information was helpful in assisting them with the selection of a candidate to fill the vacancy.

2.  Discussion and possible action regarding the selection and appointment of a candidate to fill the vacant Board position.

Ben Shawcroft, Legal Counsel affirmed to the Board that they would need to vote on a Trustee replacement at tonight’s Board Meeting; otherwise the County Commissioners will select and appoint someone to fill the vacancy.  After a brief discussion, Trustee Christy Lattin made a motion to appoint Marion Jonte to fill the vacancy; Jay Lingenfelter seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:

The vote carried 3 to one to appoint Marion Jonte to serve on the Board of Trustees.

Board Chairman thanked the candidates for coming.  Mr. Jonte was invited to be seated tonight for the remaining Agenda items; however it was stated that he would not be eligible to vote on any items.  A brief discussion ensued regarding procedures for “swearing in a new Board member.” Either District Manager Nancy Upham or Assistant District Manager Quinn Nuffer will contact Mr. Jonte regarding the process.


3.  Discussion and possible action regarding direction in the building project and the funding of such.

Nancy Upham, District Manager gave a brief review of the status of the new facility building project, together with a summary report for funding... The Trustees discussed various aspects of the project.  To date Management has worked to attain all necessary permits to start the building project.  The “approach project” began on July 7, 2015 (A & K Earthmovers.)  The next step will be installation of a well; however building construction and funding options need to be addressed.
Trustee Christy Lattin asked Assistant Manager Quinn Nuffer to meet with Marion Jonte to bring him up to date of the new facility building project.

As a side note:  Christy Lattin stated that she will be out of town on August 9; Sheldon Chipp will be out of town on July 28.  The next Board Meeting is scheduled for August 13.

District Manager’s Report and Operations Review:


1.  Operations:  


District Manager, Nancy Upham, reported that Management has tentatively divided treatment areas into four (4) zones, as has been past practice.  Each technician can focus on their respective area. Each technician is responsible to work within their own respective zone/area.  Zone designations were provided in Board member’s packets.

Also staff has been doing source reduction work by eliminating standing water and treating storm drains. 

District Manager also gave a brief status report on treatment of noxious weeds, including the usage of dye for puncture vine.  Technician Sharon Harper reported that she has had some success in her area with use of chemicals for puncture vine. 

Management has been working with the Lahontan Conservation District to promote property owners utilizing herbicides in order to treat their weed issues on private properties.  Ms. Upham stated that the district has given out more than 240 gallons of chemicals to the public this year for weed treatment.

Management provided a list of county roads that have recently been treated relative to noxious weed issues (such as puncture vine) along roadsides.  Staff has been using smaller herbicide tanks in the back of their trucks to cover these noxious weed issues.  Other locations included EC Best Elementary School; Jackson’s; Lahontan Elementary School; Safeway; Stillwater Storage; and WNC.


Management has been encouraging staff to take time off.

District Manager stated that technician Sharon Harper was given her evaluation the first of July, even though the paperwork was completed in March.  The “sit down” meeting (relative to the March evaluation) did not take place at that time due to an oversight.  Consequently, Management met with Sharon Harper last week to review the evaluation paperwork with her.  Ms. Harper received a merit increase that is retroactive to March 19, 2015.
