2. Pledge of Allegiance: All stood for the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Public Comment:   Faye Lang, of Berney Realty, thanked everyone for being so good to work with relative to the new property purchase.
4.
Review and Adoption of Agenda:  The District Manager stated that the Agenda is as is.  Trustee Sheldon Chipp made a motion to adopt the Agenda, and Trustee Marion Jonte seconded the motion.  The Board voted on the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

5.  Discussion and Approval of Minutes from May 12, 2016.    A motion to approve the Minutes for May 12, 2016 was made by Trustee Sheldon Chipp and seconded by Trustee Marion Jonte.  The May 12, 2016 Minutes were unanimously approved.

Discussion and approval of Minutes for May 19, 2016.  A motion to approve the Minutes for May 19, 2016 was made by Trustee Marion Jonte and seconded by Trustee Sheldon Chipp.  The May 19, 2016 were unanimously approved.

6.  Certificate of Posting:  District Manager, Nancy Upham confirmed that the Notice of Public Meeting was posted in accordance with the new NRS statutes. The new regulations include the addresses as to where the Notice of Public Meeting is posted and the time of posting.

7.
Correspondence:  District Manager Nancy Upham reviewed the following correspondence with the Trustees.


1.  May 4, 2016 – Issuance of Hazardous Materials permit.  This correspondence is a notification to the District that the Nevada Hazardous Materials Permit has been issued for our records and for posting at our place of business. 


2.  May 24, 2016 – Noxious Weed Funding – District Manager, Nancy Upham will submit an expenditure report to the funding source based upon the fiscal year ending June 30, 2016.  The summary report is due July 31, 2016.

3.  May 26, 2016 Transfer of money to the escrow company for final purchase of 7400 Reno Highway property – Monies have been transferred to the Western Nevada Title Company.  Also, a Buyer refund of $200 was deposited in the Escrow Account.

4.  May 27, 2016 – Escrow paperwork from Western Nevada Title Company - All documents have been completed and transferred to the Western Nevada Title Company, 2258 Reno Highway, Suite A, Fallon, Nevada for Escrow transactions relative to the 7400 Reno Highway property transaction.


5.  May 31, 2016 – CTX Tax projection changes – This correspondence addresses the Consolidated Tax Distribution Projections for FY 2016-2017; however, the impact on the CTX Revenue Projections are so minimal, it is not necessary to make any changes to the Tentative or Final Budgets submitted by the District.

6.  May 31, 2016 – Advanced Tracking purchase – This correspondence regards the Wireless Agreement with Advanced Tracking Technologies, Inc. (ATTI).  The District Manager stated that the initial unit costs will be free with a commitment to a three-year plan.  This overall cost is less expensive than the previous tracking service.  

8.  Appointments:  None.

9.  Old Business:  


1.  Adjournment to Closed Session pursuant to NRS 288.220(4) to discuss Labor Relations with the District’s Management Representatives for discussion only. - Trustee Christy Lattin made a motion to move into “Closed Session.”  Trustee Marion Jonte seconded the motion. which passed unanimously.   The Board; Management; and Legal Counsel met in closed session.

2.  Discussion and possible action regarding the Lease Agreement with Galileo Resources -  A brief discussion regarding the current lease agreement with the renters in the new building (7400 Reno Highway) took place, and it was agreed upon that the District would maintain a “hands off “ position regarding any building projects until the renters move.
10.  New Business:  Discussion and possible action regarding the Budget Augmentation process – A brief discussion took place regarding Resolution No. 2016,which is the resolution to augment and amend the 2015-2016 budget of the General Fund.  This is a formality that is required by the Department of Taxation prior to the end of the Fiscal Year.  The District Manager, Nancy Upham, briefly discussed this matter with County Comptroller Alan Kalt.  It was recommended that the Board formally approve and adopt Resolution No. 2016 as written.  Trustee Sheldon Chipp made a motion to resolve that the Churchill County Mosquito, Vector and Noxious Weed Abatement District’s Board of Trustees augment the 2015-2016 general fund budget and appropriate the expenditures and make such other budget revisions as have been determined necessary in accordance with the provisions of NRS 354.606 and NRS 354.615.  Trustee Marion Jonte seconded the motion, and the motion passed unanimously.
11.
District Manager’s Report and Operations Review:
District Manager Nancy Upham presented the Report and Operations Review for the month of May, 2016.  The staff worked with service requests for adult mosquito populations in the valley.  There were two aerial flights during the month of May.  
Management has been working on the abatements pending from the OSHA inspection.  There were no fines affiliated with the “Citation and Notification of Penalty” notice.  Relative to Citation 1, it is noted that the District has had a Hazard Assessment Plan in place for awhile. Personal Protective Equipment is required, and has been for some time.  Citation 2 noted that basic advisory information on respirators be provided by the employer in a written or oral format.  This is for the voluntary use of Moldex 2200 N95 dust masks.  Management will provide information to be kept in the chemical storage facility regarding the use of dust masks, which are not required.  The use of a dust mask is a voluntary decision.  It was noted that the District does not own any respirators.

Legal Counsel, Ben Shawcroft, prepared the necessary documents for the building lease (rental agreement.)
Negotiations with Operating Engineers Local Union No. 3 began on April 28, 2016.  Attorney Thoran Towler, together with Management, countered the initial proposals of April 28, 2016 on May 12, and May 23, 2016.

Management has been dealing with a number of pending personnel issues.  

Management conducted an update and training regarding the use of personal protective equipment on May25, 2016 with staff.

Vacation and Sick Leave Balances as of June 5, 2016 were provided to the Board.

Nancy Upham, District Manager reported that the District reinstated the sentinel chicken program this month. 

 12.  Board Members’ Report:  None.    
13. Updates from Staff or Board Members:  Technician James Cork inquired as to tracking units and asked if the District was planning to use the old system or purchase a new system. District Manager, Nancy Upham, stated that the District is in the process of resolving a credit issue which will save the District money relative to tracking units.  
Also discussed was the requirement that technicians wear long-sleeved shirts year-round. Some of the Technicians were complaining about wearing long sleeves in hot weather; however, it was noted by Management that the protective clothing issue is part of the Districts protective equipment plan.

There was a brief discussion regarding fields and water in the valley, and “leaking canals.  District Manager, Nancy Upham is working in conjunction with TCID regarding the leaking canals and hopefully this matter can be addressed at the end of summer.  
Technician Fallon Merbs asked the Board if they had a problem with the accrued hours of vacation time and/or taking time off. The Board members, present, responded that they did not have a problem with this issue.  The District Manager interjected that Ms. Merbs’ questions were an inappropriate topic at this point, as they bordered on the recent negotiation process that was discussed in closed session this evening.
Trustee Christy Lattin inquired as to the status of the walking trail along Sheckler Road.  Technician Sharon Harper said that she hasn’t been able to treat this area yet.

The District Manager stated that she is following up on the testing results regarding the horse that was tested for West Nile Virus.
14.  Any Requests for Future Agenda items:  None.
15.  Expenditures:  The Expenditure Report was tabled due to a small omission of recording Trustee Christie Lattin’s check for the month of May 2016.
16.  Public Comment: None
17.  Adjournment: Chairman Christy Lattin adjourned the meeting at 6:25 p. m.
