2. Pledge of Allegiance: All stood for the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Public Comments:  None
4.
Review and Adoption of Agenda:  District Manager Nancy Upham noted that there will be no Closed Session Minutes from August 11, 2016. Chairman Christy Lattin made a motion to accept the Agenda with the noted change, and Trustee Sheldon Chipp seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

5.  Discussion and Approval of Minutes for October 13, 2016.  Chairman Christy Lattin noted a needed change on page 3, #10 New Business, item 3, i.e., strike “Ms. Shannon Ernst”.  Trustee Jay Lingenfelter made a motion to accept the October 13, 2016 with the above-referenced change; Trustee Mike Spencer seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously.  

6.   Certificate of Posting:  District Manager, Nancy Upham confirmed that the Notice of Public Meeting was posted in accordance with the new NRS statutes.  The new regulations include the addresses as to where the Notice of Public Meeting is posted and the time of posting.

7.
Correspondence:  There was no correspondence to review.
8.  Appointments:  None.

9.  Old Business: 


1.  Discussion and possible action regarding repairs needed or recently done to District vehicles.  

District Manager Nancy Upham reported what repairs have been completed relative to District vehicles.  She noted that a 1996 GMC was inadvertly missing from the list of repairs recently provided to the Board.  Some of the vehicles on this list will be retired from front-line use for District employees; and management is still assessing repairs and changes to be made to present vehicles.  There are no vehicles declared as “surplus” at this time; however, Management is assessing this matter and will report findings to the Board accordingly. 

2. Discussion and possible action regarding the status of property lines or hiring out the need for a “survey plan” to the 7400 Reno Highway facility and other repair work to be done to the facility. 

Assistant Manager Quinn Nuffer reported that he found a number of property markers/stakes on the new property and consequently has been able to determine the property lines.  He has met with the adjoining property owner of Out West Buildings, and the adjoining property markers in the northern sections have been triangulated based upon these point markers.  They are approximately twelve inches from the District’s point markers.  The adjoining property owner asked if he could share part of the existing fence line.  This would work within our District’s plans.  However, until the District can decide what to do with the wedge-shaped area behind the building, we will work with this request, as this will save the District having to pay for a professional surveyor.  Trustee Marion Jonte asked if the District needed to have a written agreement with the neighbor regarding the property lines.  Legal Counsel, Ben Shawcroft, advised that it would not be necessary to do so.
Management sent out bid request letters relative to work that needs to be performed at the new building facility:
1) air conditioning and heating work; 
2) roofing repair;

3) interior wall and chemical storage/containment construction work.

As per legal recommendation the contractors have thirty (30) days to submit bids, and we have encouraged them to make an appointment to look at the facility to assist in their estimates.  The Bid deadline is December 5, 2016.  The awarding of bids will be conducted at the December 8th Board Meeting.
10.  New Business:  


1.  Discussion and possible action regarding field and administrative operations going into the off-season.

District Manager, Nancy Upham reviewed field and administrative operations as follows:

1)  Agreement with the tribe regarding knapweed; 2)  Complete Cooperative Agreement relative to public audit; 3)  Carson water plan relative to CCMV working the river corridor; 4)  Working on a plan for field and administrative personnel.

2.  Discussion and possible action regarding the purchase of one or two used Toyota pickup trucks.

District Manager, Nancy Upham reported that the District is interested in purchasing two used Toyota Tacoma 4X4 trucks.  An information sheet listing the three best options from Fallon Auto Mall was provided to the Board members earlier in November; however, the two vehicles that the District is most interested in are newer vehicles with 31,000 and 37,000 miles respectively, from Carson Toyota.  The District provided two (2) refundable checks to Carson Toyota toward holding the vehicles until the November Board Meeting. The purchase price for the two vehicles is Fifty Thousand ($50,000) Dollars. Trustee Sheldon Chipp made a motion to purchase the two (2) four-wheel drive Toyota trucks from Carson Toyota, and Trustee Marion Jonte seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

3.  Discussion and possible action regarding a pending insurance claim for damage done to the District’s 2002 Dodge half-ton pickup truck.

There was a brief discussion regarding the damages done to the 2002 Dodge half-ton pickup truck.

11.  Manager’s Report and Operations Review:  Staff worked on a few mosquito source areas earlier in the month.  The District is looking at storm drains to rule out West Nile virus.  The State Health Department confirmed another human case of West Nile virus in Fallon.  
The District is working on Russian Knapweed issues.  The ideal time for treatment of this weed is after the first frost and into early fall.  Russian knapweed was treated at various roadsides in Fallon with milestone surfactant and dye applications.   The herbicide expenses for the roadside treatments were submitted for payment to the NFWF grant and reimbursement for these chemicals amounted to $228.07.  Staff also spent time clearing “right of way” around road signs for safer visibility.  Kochi plants are the problematic source relative to this project.  
Management gave Mr. James Cork the receipts that he requested at the last Board meeting.  

The sentinel chickens all proved negative of virus in the areas where they were placed.  Nancy Upham also discussed cases regarding the local West Nile virus (that the State was late in reporting to the District).  She stated that Management is still attempting to investigate these cases.

Management requested staff input regarding ideas relative to public awareness for future public mailings.

District Manager, Nancy Upham reported that staff was given a 1% bonus as of November 1, 2016 per the CBA.
Management will bring totals of vacation and sick leave used during this season to the Board Meeting for review.  The District has worked with the staff to accommodate these requests.

12.  Board Members’ Report:  None
13. Updates from Staff for Board Members: 
James Cork said that he had an issue with having to take a forced day off on Monday, November 21, 2016, following a rainy weekend. He stated that it interfered with his personal plans, and would rather not be forced to take time off.  District Manager, Nancy Upham stated that the decision to take November 21 off was due to inclement weather, and that Management does not want District trucks out on wet, rainy roads.  These types of weather conditions cause accidents and dented trucks.  It was the consensus of the Board that Management has the authority to make decisions of this nature.  
14.  Any Requests for Future Agenda items:  None
15.  Expenditures.  The Expenditure Report for the month of September 2016 was read by Chairman Christy Lattin. A motion was made by Trustee Marion Jonte to accept this Expenditure Report and was seconded by Trustee Sheldon Chipp.  The motion passed unanimously.  

16.  Public Comment:  Chairman Christy Lattin thanked Phillip Herring, Operating Engineers Union Representative for the CBA signatures being completed in a timely manner.

17.  Adjournment: Chairman Christy Lattin adjourned the meeting at 5:59 p.m.
