August 15, 2014 – Letter to residents within Hawk Properties regarding weed concerns. 

District Manager, Nancy Upham has been working with the County Manager and other Department heads to address the noxious weed concerns and to educate the public regarding the District’s role in this matter.  She stated that there is an active on-going media campaign to clarify the District’s role to the public as well as to educate residents relative to their responsibility concerning weed issues.  The District office has received an abundance of calls this season from the public regarding the weed situation, and it has created a lot of work for District personnel. 

2.  August 20, 2014 – Letter noting no fees for lab testing from the Department of Agriculture.

The District will continue to conduct testing through September; however, the Department of Agriculture will not charge for testing for the rest of the 2014 season.

 
3.  August 20, 2014 – Letter requesting weed assessment on Lazy Heart Lane

District Manager, Nancy Upham discussed the memorandum received from Michael Johnson, Churchill County Planning Director regarding a complaint that he received concerning the tall weeds on the east side of Lazy Heart Lane and Weaver Road.  Nancy provided clarification regarding this matter and how it was addressed.

4.   August 25, 2014 – Letter to residents in the Onda Verde Subdivision.


Nancy Upham noted to the Board that correspondence went out to residents of the Onda Verde Subdivision regarding problems with rampant weed growth.  She stated that there are only four houses in this development at this time and that the developers of the Onda Verde Subdivision have been doing a lot of work in clearing the weeds.   District staff has also pulled a lot of weeds and will return later to conduct a burn.

 1. Discussion and possible action regarding changing the District name to “Churchill County Mosquito, Vector and Noxious Weed Control District.”

He pointed out that a question came up at the Commissioners meeting regarding usage of the word “Abatement” rather than “Control.”  After some discussion a motion was made by Trustee Ron Rudden that the name change should be presented as:  “Churchill County Mosquito Vector, and Noxious Weed Abatement District.” Trustee Sheldon Chipp seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.  Attorney Ben Shawcroft stated that he will take this request to the next scheduled meeting of the Board of Churchill County Commissioners for approval of the above-stated name change, i.e., Churchill County Mosquito Vector, and Noxious Weed Abatement District.
